It is my intention to suggest for your approval, that all present members (original) of the AAA at the annual meeting be made life members. This would include Deborah Fauteux, Brent Rambie, Janet Burkes, Beth Robertson, Jake Mah, Lois Fisch, Odi Cheung, Patrick Abbot, Arthur Smith, Daniel Chavez, Clara Hyciek, Steven Dozois, and myself, Dan Laba. As well, the AAA never got around to investing in an official AAA seal that should be part of the Association’s assets to conduct future business.

In keeping with collecting names for potential nominees, the description of the various positions, their duties and a place for nominating AAA members for that position is provided in an accompanying document.

These names will be tallied and serve as the basis for the nominations on the 10th and the subsequent voting on the 17th.

This represents a new and exciting chapter in the AAA, an organization that has always looked out and provided the best for It’s members and one with tremendous potential.
It is my hope that through your interest in becoming AAA members, that you will enjoy an ever deepening appreciation and understanding of the art process and find this experience to be rewarding on many levels.
President- to preside at all the meetings of the guild; arrange the time, place and date of Board meetings; supervise the other officers in the execution of their duties and with the co-operation of the Secretary and Treasurer, shall submit an Annual Report at the Annual General Meeting.
